AW ORDINANCE to authorise the sale of certain

lands at Penshurst and vho provide foe the

application of the proceeds of sale and

Erogide for consolidation of the remaining
and.

WHEREAS ¢

A. Church of England Property Trust Diocese of Sydney (now known
as Anglican Church Property Trust Diocese of Sydney) (hereinafter
called "the corporate trustee") ig registered as proprietor of
the land described in the First Schedule,

B. Keith Alroy Ball of Penshurst Accountant, Benjamin Austin of
Penshurst Water Board Officer and Albert Knight of Hurstville
Retired are registered proprietors in fee simple as joint tenants
of the land described in the Second Schedule.

C. Keilth Alroy Ball of Penshurst Clerk, Benjamin George Austin
of Penshurst Driver and Albert George Knight of Hurstville Clerk
are reglistered as proprietors in fee simple as joint tenants of
the land described in the Third Schedule.

D. Church of England Property Trust Diocese of Sydney (now known
as Anglican Church Property Trust Ulocesge of Sydney) (hereinafter
called "the corporate Trustee®) is registered as proprietor of
the land described in the Fourth Schedule.

E. Albert George Knight died on 6th October 1967 and Keith Alroy
Ball died on 25%h April 1970.

F. The lands described in the First, Second, Third and Fourth .
Schedules are church trust property but no trusts have been
declared in writing,

G. Benjamin (George) Austin the surviving joint tenant of the
lands described in the Second and Third Schedules has consented
in writing to +the 1lands 8o described being vested in the
corporate trustee.

H. By reason of circumstances which have arlsen subsequent to

Pthc cregation of the trusts on which the lands are held it is

inexpedient to carry out &nd observe the azatie in respect to part
;%ereoﬂ and it 1oz expedient that part of the 1ands be sold.

NOW the Standing Committee off the Synod of the biocess of Sydney
in the name and place of the said Synod HEREBY ORDAINS DECLARES
DIRECTS AND RULES as follows:

1L, In adéition to the cornsgent hereinbefore recited and for more
abunda%ﬁ caution to satisfy the requirements of Section 19 of the
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Anglican Chukch Trust Property Act 1917
to the lands Hescribed in tﬁ\ “Second apd “hird Schedules vesting
in &nglican Church Property &ust Diocése of. Sydney.

2, By reason of circumstanges ‘whick have arisen subsequent to

the creation of the 'trusts upon which the lands described in the

First, Second and Third Schedules are held it ié“inexpedient to

/'c&rry cat and observe the same as to part thereok‘ahd it is

expedient that such part be sold. ' /, \
3. The corporate truste2 is hereby zuthorised and empoware& tb
gell freed from all trusts the lands described in the Pifth
Schedule to the Commissioner for Main Roads for the purpose of
road widening within three years after the date of assent to this
Ordinance and thereafter only witli the consent of the Standing
Committee at such time and at such price and upon such terms and
osonditions as it may determine.

4. The corporate trustee is hereby empowered to do all things
necegsary to censeclidate the titles of the lands remaining in the
rirst Second and Third Schedules after the sale with the land
desecribed in the Fourth Schedule.

5, The proceeds arising from the sale shall be applied as
followsa:

{a) First to pay all outgoings to which the lands may be
subject and the costs of and incidental to the sale and
titﬂe congolidation authorised by this Ordinance,

{b) Secﬂndxy for demolition of the Church Hall, site
clearance and construction of a substitute hall adjacent
to the existing church and construction of a car park
for parish purposes afid such other capital works as may
be necessary for quiet enjoyment as a consequence of the
road widening,

{e¢) Thirdly any balance for such purposes within or without
or partially within and partially without the Parish of
Penshurst as the Standing Committee at the written
request of a majority of the parish council may by
regolution from time te time determine provided that in
default of agreement either party may refer the quastion
of the appiication‘to the Synod for determination.

Pending such application as “aforesald the proceedy  shall be
invested and the interest capltalised,
